THE LORD’S PANTRY: Open on the 4th Thurs. of the month. At this 
time, we are looking for volunteers to work with the gleaning team. 
The team goes out 4 times a week (Mon, Tue, Thurs and Fri.) and 
collects donations from local grocery stores. Many donations are then 
dropped off at other food distribution sites such as the Salvation Army, 

Union Gospel Mission, Crazy Faith homeless distribution site, and the Lacey and 
Olympia Food Bank distribution centers. Volunteers would need to be available 
7:30 AM to about 9:00 AM. This can be on a reoccurring scheduled basis (for ex-
ample, every Monday) or on-call to cover vacations. Volunteers need to be able to 
pack and carry boxes weighing 20-40 lbs, negotiate stairs, and enter and exit van.

      HIS KIDS CHILDREN’S MINISTRY 

 Helping kids know and love Jesus! 
   The Nursery is available during  

     2nd service at 10:30am 
Nursery (ages 1 through 3 years old): Children in this age group meet in His Kids 
Room 2 (lower level). Nursery opens at 10:25am for second service. The lessons 
begin after children are dismissed from the Main Room. Please respect our well-
ness policy by keeping your child out of the nursery if he/she exhibits any symp-
tom of illness.  

Classes available during 2nd service at 10:30am: 
Preschool/Kindergarten: (age 4 through 1st grade): This class meets down-
stairs in Room 1. The class begins after children are dismissed from the Main 
Room - please escort your child to the classroom at that time. 
2nd & 3rd grades: Children in this age group will meet in the Lobby after children 
are dismissed from the Main Room. They will follow their teacher up the stairs to 
His Kids Room 6-7 (upper level)  
4th and 5th graders: Children in this age group will meet in His Kids Room 8-9 
(upper level) directly when children are dismissed from the Main Room. Children 
will be dismissed to find their parents after this class, which ends at the same 
time as the main service.  
Middle School: (Grades 6-8) meet in the conference room (upper level) directly 
following the children’s message.  
Note to Parents: Children’s staff are adults who passed background checks. For 
security purposes, all children in all His Kids classes must be checked in   where 
they will receive a name tag and a coded sticker per child. (Pagers are issued 
upon the parents’ request.) Please do this before service. When picking up chil-
dren from the Nursery, Preschool and Primary classes, please bring the 
sticker received at time of check-in. Children in each age-bracket will experi-
ence age-appropriate Sunday school programs.  
Parents of Infants: The Mothers’ Only Room is located upstairs (Room #4). This 
room is designed to provide privacy and a quiet, comfortable place where moth-
ers can continue to see and hear the service while feeding their babies.
